A. Reading of January 17, 2012 Commission meeting minutes
B. Licensing Update – The broker license for Gilbert J Maillet d/b/a Manufactured Home Consultants Inc was not issued at the November meeting due to the Commission wanting to discuss Mr. Maillet’s intentions as to the selling of manufactured homes.
C. Licensing Update – The retail license for Sarah Gaspard d/b/a CRHR LLC was not issued at the December meeting due to the Commission wanting to discuss the actual ownership of this company/license application with Ms. Gaspard as well as Mr. Christopher Dean Tyler.  
D. Licensing Update – The retail license for John Jason Dauzat d/b/a J & J Homes LLC was not issued at the January meeting due to not having the required general liability or the $50,000 net worth statement.
E. Licensing Update – The sales license for Tony Monfra was denied at the November Commission meeting to issues on the criminal background check.  Dispositions have been received from both Terrebonne and Lafourche parishes to clear up this background.

B. Appeal
1. William J. Eddy ($750.00) - On January 19, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and there was no permit sticker. A statement from Valerie Givens was taken, stating she hired Mr. Eddy to move and block her home. She states, they anchored it because they could not afford for him to do it. On January 27, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out by certified mail and received by A. Eddy on January 1, 2011. On February 22, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out by 1st class mail. On March 1, 2011 a statement was received from Mr. Eddy stating he agreed to complete the job when she could afford it. Ms. Givens has been subpoenaed to appear. On May 17, 2011 the commission voted to give Mr. Eddy 30 days to correct the home and the fine would be waived. On June 23, 2011 Mr. Eddy turned in the letter indicating the home was corrected. On July 20, 2011 investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it was still not to code. On July 26, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out by certified mail. On August 9, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed and on August 22, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed out. On August 29, 2011 the set-up inspection report was faxed to LMHC office indicating the home was correct. Investigator Fred Conner inspected the home on September 28, 2011 and found it was set to code. 

2. Charles Miller d/b/a Miller’s Mobile Home Movers ($2,000.00) Ms. Lakeshia Major contacted LMHC indicating she was unable to get electricity because she did not have a permit sticker. On November 15, 2011, investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected the home and found it was not set to code, but it did have a permit sticker. The permit sticker belongs to Miller’s Mobile Home Movers. But, Ms. Major told LMHC she hired Stanford Mobile Home Movers to install her home. Mr. Stanford was contacted and wrote a letter stating he only re-leveled the home. On January 4, 2012 Traci Blanchard of Miller’s Mobile Home Movers informed LMHC that Bubba Miller gave Mr. Stanford 2 permit stickers. The other permit is on D. Smith home. Mr. Smith home was inspected on January 5, 2012 and is not set to code.  Mr. Stanford, Ms. Major and Mr. Smith have all been subpoenaed.
