3. Old Business

A. Reading of May 17, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
B.  Update – Kathie Clement & Cody Simmons d/b/a CD&M Mobile Home Movers agreed to pay $2,100.00 by Friday June 17, 2011, for outstanding fines. If not paid, the fine would go back to the original amount of $10,800.00. The fine is paid.
C. Update – Glen Dupre d/b/a ASAP Mobile Home Movers LLC agreed to pay Sharon Lang $500.00 before June 21, 2011 and fax a copy of his settlement letter to LMHC. Ms. Lang advised me on yesterday that Mr. Dupre paid her $400.00 on May 20 and she has not heard from him since. September will make a year this has been going on.
D. Update-William J. Eddy d/b/a Pelican Mobile Home Transport agreed to correct both homes within 30 days and the fines would be rescinded. If not, fines will stand. 

E. Update- Danny Richard d/b/a Danny Richard Mobile Home Movers agreed to correct the homes within 30 days and the fine would be rescinded. If not, the fines stand.
4. New Business
A. Subpoena 
1. Jerry D. Nicholson d/b/a Jerry’s Mobile Home Towing ($2,250.00)
a. IC0901652 Virginia Mendez-fined $500.00 for this home on 12/1/09. On 8/17/10 appealed this fine and Commission voted to let the fine stand @ $500.00 and the home must be corrected within 3 weeks and re-inspected prior to September commission meeting. Home re-inspected 9/7/10 still incorrect. September meeting, commission voted to issue Cease & Desist and impose fines. On 10/15/10 the fines were paid and Mrs. Nicholson stated she would fax the request to re-inspect. On 4/21/11 Mrs. Nicholson stated they needed Investigator St. Pierre to go out with them to the home so he can explain what needs to be done.
b. IC0100036 Jerry Jones- fined $500.00 for this home on 12/1/09. On 8/17/10 appealed this fine and Commission voted to let the fine stand @ $500.00 and the home must be corrected within 3 weeks and re-inspected prior to September commission meeting. Home re-inspected 9/7/10 still incorrect. September meeting commission voted to issue Cease & Desist and impose fines. On 10/15/10 the fines were paid and Mrs. Nicholson stated she would fax the request to re-inspect. On 4/21/11 Mrs. Nicholson stated the homeowner needed to purchase $600.00 in materials before they could correct the home.

c. IC1002676 Andrew Holmes ($500.00)-On January 10, 2011 SAA Sammy Hoover inspected this home and found it was not set to code. A fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed certified and first class to Jerry’s Mobile Home Towing and accepted by Rebecca Nicholson on 1/26/11. On February 10, 2011 a second demand was mailed out and on March 1, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed. On April 21, 2011 Mrs. Nicholson came in to purchase permits and was told she could not because of outstanding fines. She was told which ones and the amount. Later that day she returned with the set up inspection report signed and dated indicating the home was corrected. On May 31, 2011 Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it was set to code. 
d. IC1002677 Ceola Holmes ($500.00)- On January 10, 2011 SAA Sammy Hoover inspected this home and found it was not set to code. A fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed certified and first class to Jerry’s Mobile Home Towing and accepted by Rebecca Nicholson on 1/26/11. On February 10, 2011 a second demand was mailed out and on March 1, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed. On April 21, 2011 Mrs. Nicholson came in to purchase permits and was told she could not because of outstanding fines. She was told which ones and the amount. Later that day she returned with the set up inspection report signed and dated indicating the home was corrected. On May 31, 2011 Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it no longer there. 

e. IC1002678 Henderson Holmes ($500.00)- On January 10, 2011 SAA Sammy Hoover inspected this home and found it was not set to code. A fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed certified and first class to Jerry’s Mobile Home Towing and accepted by Rebecca Nicholson on 1/26/11. On February 10, 2011 a second demand was mailed out and on March 1, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed. On April 21, 2011 Mrs. Nicholson came in to purchase permits and was told she could not because of outstanding fines. She was told which ones and the amount. Later that day she returned with the set up inspection report signed and dated indicating the home was corrected. On May 31, 2011 Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it was set to code. 

f. IC1100114 Janis Green ($750.00)- On January 10, 2011 SAA Sammy Hoover inspected this home and found it was not set to code. A fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed certified and first class to Jerry’s Mobile Home Towing and accepted by Rebecca Nicholson on 1/26/11. On February 10, 2011 a second demand was mailed out and on March 1, 2011 a third and final demand letter was mailed, both first class. On April 21, 2011 Mrs. Nicholson came in to purchase permits and was told she could not because of outstanding fines. She was told which ones and the amount. Later that day she returned with the set up inspection report signed and dated indicating the home was corrected. On May 31, 2011 Investigator Fred Conner re-inspected the home and found it was still not set to code. On June 3, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out certified and first class. Certified returned. On June 8, 2011 a signed set up inspection report was received into LMHC office indicating the home was correct. The home was re-inspected on 6/13/11 by Investigator Fred Conner and the home has been corrected. 

A Cease & Desist was issued because they were subpoenaed into last month’s meeting and was unable to attend. 

2. Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. ($4,350.00) 

a. IC1003058 Andrea Bennett ($1,600.00)-On October 25, 2010 a complaint was filed against Roll Out Inc. The complaint alleged they were unprofessional and stated a permit sticker was placed on the home, but it was missing. They gave the number 105157. This permit belongs to Roll Out Inc. and was purchased May 24, 2010. Permit sticker is not on file. Before this install a C&D had been issued on this company for numerous installation violations and unpaid fines on September 1, 2010. A fine letter in the amount of $1,600.00 was mailed out certified on 11/ 29/10 and accepted by T. Matthews on 12/8/10. On 12/29/10 a second demand was mailed out and on 1/20/11 a third and final demand letter was mailed out. On 2/16/11 Mrs. Terri Matthews came into the office to clear up some fines. She stated on the receipt it says “unblock, drop & materials”. Advised to submit permit sticker to office. On March 2, 2011 an appeal letter was submitted. On April 21, 2011 a letter confirming placement on the agenda was mailed out certified and first class. The certified was returned. She did not appear at the meeting and the commission voted to C&D the license. 
b. IC1003139 Leroy Savoie ($600.00)-no permit sticker after home inspected twice. 
c. IC1100184 Jeffery Eatly ($550.00)-no permit sticker after home inspected twice. 
d. IC1100321 Brenda Pitre ($1,000.00)-not licensed when home installed.
e. IC1100537 BRUDD Construction ($100.00)-no permit sticker. 
f. IC1100647 Alisha Fuselier ($500.00)-not installed correctly, 30 days up. 

3. Justin Spell d/b/a Justin’s Mobile Home Movers ($1,350.00) there are two violations outstanding and one of the homes per the homeowner was installed by Pat Townzen. So, both Justin Spell and Pat Townzen were subpoenaed.

B. Appeals
1. Rick Fitchett d/b/a Mill Stone Services-IC1100151 Phil Cron ($500.00) On January 10, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker. On January 26, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out and returned. On February 21, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed out. On February 24, 2011 Mr. Fitchett requested an extension for a week by e-mail. It was granted. On March 16, 2011 the set up inspection report, the check for $100.00 and the white card were faxed to the office. On March 23, 2011 Mr. Millstone wrote a letter stating he and the homeowner decided site prep was not needed. Investigator Conner re-inspected the home and found it was still not set to code. The home is still not installed correctly. 
2. Lester Ballard d/b/a Live Oak Mobile Home Movers LLC ($3,000.00)

These homes were inspected on November 29, 2010 and the site preparation was not done. Mr. Ballard was fined $500.00 per home. On January 6, 2011 a letter requesting an extension was received into LMHC office. The extension was granted for 30 days. On February 6, 2011 another extension letter was received requesting another extension due to weather conditions. Therefore, another 30 days were granted. On March 7, 2011 Mr. Ballard sent a letter stating three of the homes were corrected, but the 4th home wouldn’t be finished until the summer because it was so wet. Investigator Dunn re-inspected the homes on March 22, 2011 and found none of them were correct. So, a fine letter in the amount of $750.00 was mailed out per home. On May 17, 2011 a letter requesting to appeal the fines was received into LMHC office. Investigator Dunn re-inspected all the homes on May 18, 2011 and found them correct.
