matters in connection therewith.

equipping of a multifamily housing development within the State of Louisiana; to establish
the maximum qualified basis and low-income housing credits to Cypress at Ardendale

agreements as may be necessary to allocate 4% Low-Income Housing Tax Credits to such
facilities; and to provide for other matters in connection therewith.
