The project area, defined as the grounds of the LA Old State Capitol, is approximately 155,000 SF, consists of the Historical Rehabilitation of a significant site into a park. Activities are to include pedestrian walks, demonstration and stroll gardens, outdoor classroom, bird habitat, special events gathering area, water feature, education and interpretive signage.  Other program elements are to include vehicular parking, service access, connections to downtown streets and walks, site lighting, irrigation and drainage.
