This project consists of a new academic medical center for the LSU Health Care Services Division in New Orleans, LA. The prime design team should have, and not be limited to, the following licensed/registered disciplines and associated specialty fields as members of the firm or team with expertise in their respective fields: architects, structural engineers (including expertise in disaster resistance), electrical engineers, mechanical engineers, geotechnical engineers, interior designers, medical equipment planners, information technology/communication specialists, natural resources specialists, way finding specialists and cost estimators with experience in the planning and design of hospitals, large medical and research facilities, medical education facilities, long term care or similar complex healthcare projects. The project will include but is not limited to inpatient hospital beds, long term care beds, psychiatric care beds, ambulatory care space, energy plant, office space as well as adequate parking (garage and surface). The space layout and interior partitioning shall meet the current state space planning guidelines and optimize patient care and staff efficiency. Applicants must demonstrate success in sustainable design and the completed project should be capable of achieving LEED certification. Applicants shall also demonstrate successful projects using evidenced based design. All aspects of the new facilities shall meet current codes and standards. All structures and utilities shall be designed to meet pending Hurricane Mitigation Guidelines as well as other relevant safety and security guidelines. It is anticipated a partnership will be developed with the Department of Veterans Affairs and the contract will include the requirement to incorporate some or all planning and design services relating to the inclusion of the facilities of the VA. The possibility exists of a combination of shared services and new structures for both LSU and the VA however at this time there has been no determination made as to the extent of sharing of services with the VA. It is expected and required that this design team will have extensive collaboration with the VA and their designers. Only firms with in-house architectural services, recent experience in the design of state-of-the-art medical centers similar to that proposed will be considered. Emphasis will be placed on estimating capabilities and previous successful experience with construction of medical centers along with the team’s quality assurance/quality control procedures. Only firms and/or teams demonstrating the above capabilities and a planned approach to perform contract services will be considered. An estimate of construction cost based on level of design detail will be required at each design phase. The selected firm must establish a working office within 100 miles of New Orleans and shall be licensed in the State of Louisiana. Applicants will be rated and short-listed based on responses to the application questions on the DOA-1 form.
