Scope of Work

The existing TLS 350 Veeder Root base unit will need upgrading with additional boards to accommodate the new components. The new components will be two probes and two wireless transmitter/receivers with batteries. One of each will be installed on multiple 7,000 gallon diesel tanks in different locations. It will be necessary for each of these wireless units to communicate with the TLS 350 base unit in order to acquire test results monitoring leak detection. CSLD (Continuous Statistical Leak Detection) pass/fail .2 GPH (gallons per hour) test.

Work shall consist of the following;
· Excavation to expose tank opening for installation of new probes.
· New 4” (inch) steel risers for each UST (Underground Storage Tank) probe installed in tanks.
· New steel access cover to access new probes at ground level.
· New 2” (inch) schedule 40 steel pipe to mount transmitters/receivers to exterior wall
· Replace all backfill, top coat of crushed rock and pavement removed for installation of new probes.
· All cable from transmitters/receivers shall be in rigid conduit from ground level to 10’ (feet) high.
· New equipment should work according to manufacture specifications at close of job.
· Vendor must be an approved installer (Documentation must be provided with the bid).
