Title: Pest Control Services
       LDH- Villa Feliciana Medical Complex



Scope of Work
To provide complete pest control for Villa Feliciana Medical Complex for the period beginning July I, 2020 and ending June 30, 2021 in accordance with specifications and special conditions outlined herein.
Pest Control:
Vendor to provide all labor, materials, and equipment necessary. While assuring that the health and well­ being of hospital patients will be protected at all times.
Service to cover the following buildings on the grounds of Villa Feliciana Medical Complex inside and outside of buildings. (Up to 25 feet outside of occupied buildings)

1.  Three patient buildings approximately 50,000 square feet.
2. One administration building approximately 5,700 square feet.
3. One recreation/ activity building approximately 4,800 square feet.
4. One activity building (new) approximately 7,200 square feet.
5. One warehouse #2 approximately 3,800 square feet.
6. One maintenance shop approximately 7,000 square feet.
7. One warehouse approximately 4,800 square feet.
8. One guardhouse & telephone building approximately 700 square feet.
9. One chapel approximately 2,400 square feet.
10.  One patient canteen building approximately 1,200 square feet.
11.  One two story apartment building approximately 6,000 square feet. 
12.  Seven residential dwellings approximately 13,000 square feet.
13.  Three outside kitchens. (Rat and mouse traps only)
Special note:
All units to be provided treatment service each thirty (30) day period with the exception of the three patient buildings, which will require treatment service every fifteen (15) days.
The successful vendor will meet with the Environmental Director and/or Director of Maintenance to set up a schedule for treatment of the patient buildings.
Service shall include all labor, materials, and supplies necessary for the control of the following pests: rats, mice, roaches, fleas, flies, water bugs, wasps, hornets, bedbugs, ants (fire ants and red ants).
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All chemicals and treatments used must be in compliance with the Louisiana Structural Pest Control Law - Rules and Regulations for Pest Work in Louisiana, as adopted by the pest control operators. and must be odorless or low odor. The agency reserves the right to reject any chemical.

A participating supplier will be required to have on hand or immediately available to him, an adequate supply of pest control treatment material in order to meet the agency's needs. The agency shall have the privilege of requesting additional treatments when needed, at no extra cost to agency, otherwise treatment service shall be performed as specified.

Service personnel shall report to the Maintenance Department on arrival and are to leave their signed ticket on completion of service.
The contractor must be licensed with the Department of Agriculture and *** should submit a copy of his or her business permit, including expiration date with the bid. Contractor should also submit a copy of his or her or one of their employee's structural pest control operator's license with the bid.

Insecticides selected for use in treatment shall be labeled for that use. The pesticides shall be applied at the rate recommended on the label. The pesticides used shall be alternated at least every other application and have a residual effect. All pest control work shall be performed in a safe manner and in accordance with modern and effective scientific pest control procedures.

* Prior to the start of the contract, the contractor shall furnish the SDS on all pesticides used to the agency. Furnished copies will be provided to safety officer and maintenance department.

Every room in every building shall be thoroughly sprayed using a crack and crevice type treatment. Should there be any critical or persistent problem or unforeseen emergency such as infestation of nuisance animals such as bees, etc. Contractor must respond within four (4) hours of being notified. Services shall be increased to whatever degree found necessary to bring the pest under control at no extra charge.

A detailed plan of treatment is required, prior to award.

Contractor shall be solely responsible for his supplies and equipment and the agency will not be liable for destruction or theft of the property of the vendor through vandalism or any other cause.

Service must be satisfactory and approved by the using agency.
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The personnel assigned by contractor to perform services described within this contract shall be qualified to perform the assigned duties. Contractor assumes responsibility for its personnel providing services described herein. Contractor agrees to keep confidential all information and materials which will come into possession or knowledge of contractor in connection with this contract or the performance thereof, excepting only information as is already known to the public, and not to release, use, or disclose the same except with written permission of the agency.
After entering the building areas, service people must get permission from agency representative to leave.

This agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of Louisiana.
Contractor grants the legislative auditor of the State of Louisiana and/or the Division of Administration the option of auditing all records of contractor pertinent to this contract.
The contractor shall not assign any interest in this contract and shall not transfer the same.
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
