


Questions and Responses for OJJ Family Support And Youth Transition Program RFP (3000015614)

Addendum 02

These are additional questions that were received by the inquiry deadline but were not included in Addendum 01.  



1. Is there a possibility for a match waiver due to COVID 19 and its negative impact on nonprofits.  

No, the program needs to have funds to operate for ninety (90) days.  OJJ will reimburse for expenditures.  

2.  Are there any restrictions on in-kind contributions that may be accepted for this program? If so, please provide more information.   

We are not aware of any restrictions but it can be discussed once the contract is awarded.  

3. How will available slots be divided by subregions? For example, how many available slots  may be available in Region 9B?  
 
The available slots in subregions are flexible at this time. We based the overall slots (160) on our current utilization of slots in the regions and not the number of slots we previously contracted for. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The approximate number of treatment slots/units of service is:
Thirty-five (35) in the North Region which includes Regions 8A, 9A, and 9B, thirty-five (35) in the Central Southwest Region which includes Regions 5,6,7 and 8B, and ninety (90) in the Southeast Region which includes Regions 1, 2, 3 & 4 for a total of one-hundred and sixty (160) statewide.

4.  Can providers apply for only certain subregions or must they apply for all subregions within a region? For example, may a provider apply for only Region 9B in the North Region?  
Yes, the provider can write for the region, a sub region, or the entire state. 


5.  Can providers propose to include tele visits or virtual services.   
Tele visit and virtual services are allowed in the placement phase as identified on page 36 in the Placement phase.  Some services on the service grid require in home services and they may not be substituted.  Additional tele visits or virtual services may be proposed. 
6. Can rates be provided at a 7 day per diem rate?   
 No, the per diem rate is a daily rate.  
7. Is this program currently funded? If so, in what Regions and who are the current providers? 
The current providers and regions are as listed below:

Region 8 (Shreveport), Region 9A (Monroe), 9B (Tallulah) – The Center for Children and Families
