ALL PROSPECTIVE BIDDERS MUST ATTEND A MANDATORY JOBSITE VISIT IN ORDER TO FAMILIARIZE THEMSELVES WITH EXISTING CONDITIONS. SPRINKLER SYSTEMS VARY IN BRAND, SIZE, AND CONDITION.

NOTE; MOST SPRINKLER SYSTEMS INSTALLED IN LATE 70’S AND EARLY 80’S.  THERE ARE THREE (3) SYSTEMS LESS THAN 10 YEARS OLD, ONE (1) NEW SYSTEM INSTALLED IN 2008.  (THIS SYSTEM IS PARTIALLY WET/DRY).

MONTHLY INSPECTIONS AND TEST OF TWENTY-FOUR (24) SPRINKLER SYSTEMS IN ACCORDANCE WITH NFPA BID SPECIFICATIONS.  MONTHLY TESTING AND INSPECTIONS WILL BE DONE THE THIRD TUESDAY OF EACH MONTH.  THE REPORT OF INSPECTION AND TESTING OF WATER BASED FIRE QUARTERLY FORM 2 OF 3 AND YEARLY FORM 3 OF 3.  (NFPA 25 1998 AFSA FORM 94-106A)

THE CONTRATOR WILL FURNISH TO CENTRAL LOUISIANA STATE HOSPITAL A DETAILED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION ON WHAT WILL BE DONE, HOW EACH DEVICE SHALL BE TESTED, INSPECTED OR HOW PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE IS PERFORMED.  THIS IS A REQUIREMENT OF THE JOINT COMMISION STANDARD EC 02.03.05 EP2, EP AND EP 10.  (EXAMPLE:  INSPECTORS TEST VALVE:  LOCATE VALVE, TURN HANDLE, TIME THE AMOUNT OF TIME IT TAKES TO RELEASE ENOUGH WATER TO ACTIVATE THE FIRE ALARM SYSTEM.  UPON ACTIVIATION OF FIRE ALARM SYSTEM TURN VALVE TO THE OFF POISITION, MAKE SURE THE WATER HAS STOPPED FLOWING.  DOCUMENT TIME IT TOOK TO SOUND THE ALARM.  RESET THE FIRE ALARM PANEL.  PROCEED TO NEXT ITEM.  ***(EXAMPLE 2 – TESTING OF GAUGES:  OBSERVE GAUGE PRESSURE, WRITE GAUGE PRESSURE READING DOWN, OPEN VALVE AND MAKE NOTE OF NEW GAUGE READING.  TURN VALVE OFF AND NOTE THE AMOUNT OF TIME IT TAKES FOR THE SYSTEM TO RETURN TO NORMAL AND THE READING ON THE GAUGE.  GO TO NEXT ITEM.)
