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6. Adherence Coating: 
All beads shall be coated with an adhesion assuring coating when tested in accordance 
with AASHTO M 247. 

 
7. Heavy Metal Limits: 

Glass beads shall not contain more than 75 parts per million of inorganic arsenic when 
tested using EPA Method 6010B in conjunction with EPA Method 3052 for sample 
preparation. The manufacturer shall provide test results as part of the Certificate of 
Analysis on each batch to show adherence to this requirement. 

 
8. Packaging and Markings: 

 
8.1 Product ID 11313 

 
8.1.1 The beads shall be packaged in 50 pound moisture proof bags. 

 
8.2 Product ID 11314 

 
8.2.1 The beads may be packaged in bulk box containers containing 

approximately 2,000 pounds ±1% of beads. The bulk box 
containers shall be cardboard. The bulk box container shall be 
strapped or stretch wrapped so no product shifting or damage will 
occur during shipment. The bulk box container shall be capable of 
being lifted with a fork lift.
