Only the person identified above or their designee has the authority to officially respond to bidder’s questions on behalf of the State.  Any communications from any other individuals are not binding to the State.

An addendum will be issued and posted at the Office of State Procurement’s LaPAC* website, to address all inquiries received and any other changes or clarifications to the bid.  Thereafter, all bid documents, including but not limited to the specifications, terms, conditions, plans, etc., will stand as written and/or amended by any addendum.  No negotiations, decisions, or actions shall be executed by any bidder as a result of any oral discussions with any state employee or state consultant.  It is the bidder’s responsibility to check the LaPAC website frequently for any possible addenda that may be issued.  The Office of State Procurement is not responsible for a bidder’s failure to download any addenda documents required to complete the bid.

Terms and Conditions:  
This solicitation contains all terms and conditions with respect to the commodities herein.  Any vendor contracts, forms, terms, or other materials submitted with bid may cause bid to be rejected.

Vendor's Forms:  
The purchase order is the only binding document to be issued against the contract.  Signing of vendor's forms is not allowed.

Vendor List:  
The bidder who signs the bid will be designated as the Prime Contractor on any contract resulting from this solicitation.  If additional distributor vendors are authorized to receive orders for items contained in said contract, the bidder should submit with the bid, a list of those additional authorized distributors including the complete business address.  The Prime Contractor will be responsible for the actions of any distributor vendors listed.

Acceptance:  
Unless otherwise specified, bids on the contract will be assumed to be firm for acceptance for a minimum of 60 days.  If accepted, prices must be firm for the specified contract period.

Prices: 
Prices shall be complete, including transportation/freight charges prepaid by the bidder to the destination, inside delivery, unpacking, assembly of all components and removal of all associated debris from premises.     Prices should be quoted in the unit (each, box, case, hour, flat, mile, etc.) as specified in this solicitation. 

Price Reductions:  
Whenever there is a reduction in price, which is lower than the contract price, offered to similarly situated customers contracting for the same period and under the same terms and conditions, said reduction must be presented directly to the Office of State Procurement.  No price reduction on a statewide contract may be offered to an Agency unless that reduction is offered to all Agencies.



Freight Charges:  
Unit price must be inclusive of any freight charges.  Bid should be F.O.B. Destination – title passing upon receipt of goods.  Failure to comply with this requirement may disqualify your bid.

Payment:  
Payment will be made on the basis of unit price as listed in the contract; such price and payment will constitute full compensation for furnishing and delivering the contract commodities.  In no case will the State Agency refuse to make partial payments to the Contractor although all items have not been delivered.  This payment in no way relieves the Contractor of his responsibility to effect shipment of the balance of the order.  Payment will be to vendor and address as shown on order.  

Late Payments:
Interest due by a State Agency for late payments shall be in accordance with La. R.S. 39:1695 at the rates established in La. R.S. 13:4202.

Invoices:  
Invoices will be submitted by the Contractor to the Using Agency and the invoice shall refer to the delivery ticket number, delivery date, purchase order number, quantity, unit price, and delivery point.  A separate invoice for each order delivered and accepted shall be submitted by the Contractor in duplicate directly to the accounting department of the Using Agency.  Invoices shall show the amount of any cash discount and shall be submitted on the Contractor's own invoice form.

Contract Revisions:  
Requests for revisions to the contract must be addressed to the Office of State Procurement and shall refer to the contract item number with justification of the request.  Distributor vendor changes, price reductions and justifiable item deletions may be considered during the contract period.  New item additions may be considered only when the Office of State Procurement has determined additions will be of substantial benefit to the State and will justify the time, effort and cost required to make such additions.  

The Contractor must immediately notify the Office of State Procurement when any dealer on the contract is terminated, relocated or added.  All orders placed with dealers prior to receipt of such notification by the Office of State Procurement must be honored.  Revisions will become effective only upon approval by the Office of State Procurement.  The bidder should include with their bid a list of all persons, in addition to the signer of the bid, who are authorized to request revisions to the contract.

Contractual Period:  
The State of Louisiana intends to award all items for an initial period, not to exceed 36 months.  Delays in awarding, beyond the anticipated starting date, may result in a change in the contract period.  If the situation occurs, an award may be made for less than 36 months.  

Renewals:  
At the option of the State of Louisiana and acceptance by the Contractor, the contract may be extended for two additional 12 month periods at the same prices, terms and conditions.  Total contract time may not exceed 60 months.

Quantities:  
This is an open-ended requirements contract.  Quantities shown are based on the previous contract usage or estimates.  Where usage is not available, a quantity of one indicates a lack of history on the item.  The successful bidder must supply at bid prices actual requirements as ordered whether the total of such requirements is more or less than the quantities shown.

Orders:  
All State Agencies are to issue contract purchase orders for the items required, as and when needed.  Political Subdivisions of the State and Quasi State Agencies who have been authorized to purchase from contracts made by the Office of State Procurement, are to issue their regular purchase orders directly to the supplier, making reference to the contract and item number.

Delivery:
Deliver to any Agency of the State government eligible by State statute and /or authorized to purchase from the contract. Delivery is to be made upon the issuance of a purchase order.

Cooperative Purchase: 
It is the intent of the Office of State Procurement (OSP) to accommodate cooperative purchasing in any contract awarded from this solicitation. 

As described below, Political Subdivisions of the State, Quasi State Agencies, External Procurement Units, and Agencies of the United States Government are to be authorized (potential) users of the contract(s) resulting from this solicitation, subject to the pricing and terms set forth in the contract(s). 

· Political Subdivisions of the State include, but are not limited to, parish governments, municipal governments, school districts, human service districts, local governments and public utilities. 

· Quasi State Agencies include, but are not limited to, non-profit or for-profit organizations created by the State of Louisiana or any Political Subdivision or Agency thereof, or any special district or authority, or unit of local government, to perform a public purpose.

· External Procurement Units include, but are not limited to, buying organizations not located in the State of Louisiana, which, if located in the State, would qualify as a public procurement unit.  

The current list of approved cooperating purchasing entities (including Political Subdivisions, Quasi State Agencies and External Procurement Units) is maintained and regularly updated on the OSP website at: https://www.doa.la.gov/doa/osp/vendor-resources/ and may be used as a reference.  

Bidders or Contractors may prospectively choose to partially or entirely ‘opt-out’ of accommodating cooperative purchasing for such contract(s) by sending a formal written notification of same to the Office of State Procurement. This notification should clearly specify which individual type(s) of cooperative purchasing entities the Bidder/Contractor is choosing to not allow to participate in contract cooperative purchasing. Any purchase orders received by the contract-holder from cooperative purchasing entities prior to the contract-holder’s opt-out notification to OSP must be honored in accordance with the contract.

The extent of participation (or non-participation) by any vendor in cooperative purchasing will not affect the award of any contract(s) resulting from this solicitation.

Any entity that is interested in using the contract must contact the Office of State Procurement.  The State reserves the right of refusal to extend the contract to other Agencies and use of the contract will require prior approval by the State.  

Electronic Vendor Payment Solution:
In an effort to increase efficiencies and effectiveness as well as be strategic in utilizing technology and resources for the State and the Contractor, the State intends to make all payments to Contractors electronically.  The LaCarte Procurement Card will be used for purchases of $5,000 and under, and where feasible, over $5,000. Contractors will have a choice of receiving electronic payment for all other payments by selecting the Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If you receive an award and do not currently accept the LaCarte card or have not already enrolled in EFT, you will be asked to comply with this request by choosing either the LaCarte Procurement Card and/or EFT. You may indicate your acceptance below.

The LaCarte Procurement Card uses a Visa card platform. Contractors receive payment from State Agencies using the card in the same manner as other Visa card purchases. Contractors cannot process payment transactions through the credit card clearinghouse until the purchased products have been shipped or received or the services performed.

For all Statewide and Agency Term Contracts:
· Under the LaCarte program, purchase orders are not necessary. Orders must be placed against the net discounted products of the contract. All contract terms and conditions apply to purchases made with LaCarte.

· If a purchase order is not used, the Contractor must keep on file a record of all LaCarte purchases issued against the contract during the contract period. The file must contain the particular item number, quantity, line total and order total. Records of these purchases must be provided to the Office of State Procurement on request.

EFT payments are sent from the State’s bank directly to the payee’s bank each weekday. Non-Exclusivity Clause: 
This agreement is non-exclusive and shall not in any way preclude State Agencies from entering into similar agreements and/or arrangements with other vendors or from acquiring similar, equal, or like goods and/or services from other entities or sources.

Termination for Non-Appropriation of Funds:  
The continuation of the contract is contingent upon the appropriation of funds to fulfill the requirements of the contract by the legislature.  If the legislature fails to appropriate sufficient monies to provide for the continuation of a contract or if such appropriation is reduced by the veto of the Governor or by any means provided in the Appropriations Act or Title 39 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950 to prevent the total appropriations for the year from exceeding revenues for that year or for any other lawful purpose and the effect of such reduction is to provide insufficient monies for the continuation of the contract, the contract shall terminate on the date of the beginning of the first fiscal year for which funds are not appropriated.

Assignment:
The Contractor shall not assign any interest in the contract by assignment, transfer or novation without prior written consent of the State.  This provision shall not be construed to prohibit the Contractor from assigning his bank, trust company, or other financial institution any money due or to become due from approved contracts without such prior written consent.  Notice of any such assignment or transfer shall be furnished promptly to the State.    

Record Retention:
The successful vendor shall retain all books, records, and other relevant documents associated with the contract for at least 5 years after final payment.

Right to Audit:
The State Legislative Auditor, Federal Auditors and Internal Auditors of the Division of Administration, or others so designated by the DOA, shall have the option to audit all accounts directly pertaining to the contract for a period of 5 years from the date of final payment or as required by applicable State and Federal Law.  Records shall be made available during normal working hours for this purpose.

Increase/Decrease:  
The quantities listed herein are estimated to be the amount needed.  In the event a greater or lesser quantity is needed, the right is reserved by the State of Louisiana to increase or decrease the amount, at the unit price stated in the bid.

Administrative Fee:  
The State shall be due a 1% administrative fee to be payable to the State of Louisiana, Office of State Procurement (OSP) in exchange for the management and facilitation of the contract(s) resulting from this solicitation.  The calculation of the administrative fees includes any entity receiving contract pricing resulting from the awarded contracts. The administrative fees shall be submitted quarterly and shall be based on the total net (gross sales minus returns, credits and deductions) sales made to entities located in the State of Louisiana under the contract.  Initiation and submission of the administrative fees to OSP is the responsibility of the Contractor without prompting or notification by the State Procurement Analyst (SPA).  If these administrative fees are not submitted in a timely manner, OSP shall have the right to terminate the contract.

The check is to be made payable to Louisiana DOA-Office of State Procurement. Contract Usage Reports:  
The Contractor shall submit detailed contract usage reports quarterly to the State Procurement Analyst (SPA) for the contract in accordance with the below schedule.  Initiation and submission of the quarterly reports to the SPA is the responsibility of the Contractor without prompting or notification by the SPA.  If these reports are not submitted in a timely manner, the Office of State Procurement (OSP) shall have the right to terminate the contract.

The specific usage report content, scope, and format requirements are available on the OSP website under Vendor Resources/Vendor Forms: https://www.doa.la.gov/doa/osp/vendor-resources/. In addition, the person’s name who compiled the report and their contact information shall be provided.  OSP reserves the right to request copies of any purchase orders issued against the contract.

Multiple Awards: It is the State’s intent to award to the responsive, responsible bidder offering the highest discount off the publisher’s list (MSRP) prices in each category listed on Price Schedules A and B. Responsible bidders shall have current or past relevant experience in providing library materials to libraries, and shall have the capacity to provide requested materials within 30 business days, and shall provide documentation of such upon request with 30 business days (e.g., list of libraries for whom bidder has provided library materials, an existing catalog of inventory, etc.).

The State reserves the right to make multiple awards in its best interest. Multiple awards may be in the State’s best interest when awarded to two or more bidders or offerors for similar products, and when needed for adequate delivery, service or availability. Multiple awards, if made, will be based on a review of such factors as past usage, anticipated usage, the reasonableness of prices, and the need to ensure timely delivery. When ordering, libraries should first consider the vendor offering the greatest discount.  In the event that delivery, availability, or other considerations cannot meet the program requirements, the contract vendor offering the next best price may be used for the product/service required.

Sub-category items will not be considered in the award evaluation.  However, the vendor is required to provide a discount off their published price list on the Attachment C – Price Schedules A and B.  Vendors should submit their list prices (published) with their bid response, if not submitted with the bid, then the vendor shall submit within 7 business days of request by OSP. Failure to submit published price list within 7 business days after request may deem your bid invalid.

Inspect and Test: The Purchasing Agency reserves the right to inspect and test the delivered merchandise for compliance with the specifications. If merchandise fails to meet the specifications, the cost of the test and inspection will be paid by the Contractor. If the merchandise is in compliance, the cost of all testing will be paid by the Using Agency.

Contract Controversies: Any claim or controversy arising out of the contract shall be resolved by the provisions of Louisiana Revised Statues 39:1671-1673, as applicable.

Applicable Law: The contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Louisiana; specifically, the Louisiana Procurement Code (La. R.S. 39:1551-1755) and its corresponding rules and regulations and, to the extent applicable, the Information Technology Procurement Code (La. R.S. 39:196-200) and its corresponding rules and regulations.

Venue of any action for judicial review brought with regard to this contract, after exhaustion of administrative remedies, shall be in the Nineteenth Judicial District  Court, Parish of East Baton Rouge, State of Louisiana, which shall exercise its appellate jurisdiction in accordance with the Louisiana Procurement Code. 
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
