Pest Control Services Specifications
for Eastern Louisiana Mental Health System

1. [bookmark: 1._INSPECTION_OF_SITE][bookmark: 4._SCOPE_OF_SERVICES]Scope of Services
[bookmark: The_Contractor_shall_provide_comprehensi]The Contractor shall provide comprehensive pest control services to all Agency buildings in strict accordance with the specifications outlined herein. Services shall include all labor, materials, equipment, and supplies necessary for the control and extermination of pests, including, but not limited to: Rats, mice, bats, fleas, bed bugs, roaches (all types), ants (all types), mites, gnats, wasps, hornets, flies, silverfish, spiders, bees, water bugs, and any other pest or nuisance animal, airborne or otherwise.

2. [bookmark: 5._SERVICE_REQUIREMENTS]Service Requirements
[bookmark: Interior_Treatment]Interior Treatment
· Routine interior treatment shall be conducted once every 30 days, or more frequently as needed with maintenance work orders, on or about the same day of the month.
· Every room in each building shall be treated using a crack and crevice application method.
· Treatments shall be scheduled to avoid disruption of Agency operations.

[bookmark: Kitchen_and_Food_Service_Areas]Kitchen and Food Service Areas
· All kitchens, cafeterias, snack shops, and break rooms shall be treated weekly, with services provided up to six times per month in the event of an infestation.
· All kitchen areas shall be fogged no less than four times per year, or more frequently if necessary.

Exterior pest control treatment shall include spraying and treatment of all building perimeters extending a minimum of 20 feet outward from each structure. Exterior treatments shall be performed as needed to maintain effective pest control.

· Services shall be increased as necessary to bring infestations under control at no additional cost to the Agency.

All pesticides and treatments must comply with the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA) and regulations set forth by the Louisiana Department of

Agriculture and Forestry – Structural Pest Control Program
· The Agency may request odorless or low-odor chemicals when necessary.
· Contractor shall provide Safety Data Sheets (SDS) for all chemicals before commencement of services.
· Pesticides shall be used strictly in accordance with labeled instructions and recommended application rates.
· Chemicals shall be rotated at least every other application to maintain effectiveness.

6. [bookmark: 9._REPORTING_REQUIREMENTS]Reporting Requirements
· Contractor shall provide a monthly written report documenting:
· Services performed
· Pest activity observed
· Unsanitary or contributing conditions
· Contractor shall coordinate all services with the Agency’s designated representative before treatment.

7. [bookmark: 10._CONTRACTOR_REQUIREMENTS]Contractor Requirements
· Contractor must be properly licensed with the Louisiana Department of Agriculture and relevant regulatory bodies.
· Contractor shall maintain adequate staffing, equipment, and materials to meet Agency needs at all times.
· A detailed monthly plan for the treatment of all buildings and residences, before service is performed.
· Contractor personnel must be qualified and trained in modern pest control practices.

8. [bookmark: 11._SAFETY_AND_SECURITY]Safety and Security
· Contractor shall report to the designated Agency supervisor (Jonathan Holley or Dylan Fury) before beginning work.
· All tools, equipment, and hazardous materials must be identified and secured at all times.
· Any unattended hazardous items may be confiscated, and violations may result in contract termination.
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
